Once lauded as a savior of civilization, the toilet now exacerbates many of the world’s problems:
inequality, disease, pollution, waste, and even in advanced economies, sanitation systems still pose
threats to the health of people, animals, and the environment.

But, as Chelsea discovered in her extensive research on the subject, a quiet revolution is underway.
“A growing army of scientists, engineers, philanthropists, and activists are overcoming their
aversion to human waste and focusing their formidable skills on changing nearly everything about
toilets and sewers...which has the possibility to make us healthier, reduce inequalities, mitigate
climate change and water scarcity, and improve agriculture.” As she writes, the toilet is
the dream recycling bin of the future, if we start planning now...

With a winning combination of verve, earnestness and humor, Chelsea offers a deep dive into the
subject, unearthing the toilet’s ancient (largely unexplored) history; telling the stories of the
visionary (and often quirky) scientists who are inventing the future today and taking the reader
along in a global journey to experience such innovations-in-progress as smart toilets (which can
monitor one’s health with every flush); sewage-to-fertilizer plants (human waste put into service
to feed more people);waste treatment systems that harness the energy and heat in sewage to
produce electric power and re-imagined urban sewer systems that bypass massive, expensive
infrastructure in favor of self-contained units and much more.

Considering that organic human waste is at issue here, Pipe Dreams will definitely feature the
gross-out appeal of Mary Roach’s seminal works combined with the smart, insightful, optimistic,
narrative-driven exploration of a “big” subject that readers of Gladwell and Kristof are drawn to.
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Chelsea will also address the political/social dimensions of the toilet and its symbolism,
historically (segregated public restrooms) and in contemporary times (transgender bathroom laws
as a partisan flashpoint).

Chelsea Wald, now based in The Hague, has plunged multiple times into the topic of toilets and
sewers since 2013, when editors at Nautilus and New Scientist approached her to write about the
latent potential in these stagnating technologies. Since then, she's also written about the
archaeological, economic, environmental, engineering, and social aspects of sanitation for Nature,
Discover, BBC Wildlife, and welt-sichten magazine (Germany). In each instance, the response to
Chelsea's work has been exceptional. In the coming months, thanks to a grant from the European
Journalism Centre, the list of publications will grow as she travels to more sites, including to Haiti,
South Africa, and Indonesia.

Chelsea has 15 years of experience of writing about science and the environment in both print and
audio. She has worked as a journalist and communicator for WFIU-FM in Bloomington, Indiana
(an NPR affiliate), Johns Hopkins University, the American Physical Society, the American
Association for the Advancement of Science, the United Nations Industrial Development
Organization, and the Feminist Press. She has won an award for feature writing from the Society
of Environmental Journalists and a travel grant from the European Geosciences Union, and has
been selected for a number of fellowships. She's an active member of the science and
environmental writing community, with memberships in the National Association of Science
Writers, the Society of Environmental Journalists, the DC Science Writers Association, and the
National Writers Union and co-founded the DC Science Writers Association’s Newsbrief Awards
and continues to serve as an organizer. In sum, Chelsea has a vast network to draw upon for
marketing and promotion strategies for the book.

Director of the Alzheimer's Research Center at Columbia University Dr. Scott Small's
FORGETTING replaces the common belief that everyday forgetting represents a glitch in
the memory system with a new view, supported by research in neurobiology, psychology,
and medicine, that forgetting not caused by aging or disease is in fact crucial to our health
and well-being.

The book is about normal forgetting. In contrast to pathological forgetting, for example that caused
by Alzheimer’s disease or aging, normal forgetting occurs naturally in all of us. In defiance of
collective wisdom, recent work has established that normal forgetting is not a failure of our minds.
It’s not even just a benign glitch. Rather, studies are beginning to explain how normal forgetting
is beneficial, a required function for our minds to work best. This book is about how normal
forgetting opens our minds, beneficial to our cognitive and creative abilities, to our emotional well-
being, and even to our personal and societal health.

Until recently, nearly all of us-- memory scientists and everyone else-- thought forgetting reflected
a failure of memory, serving no purpose. It turns out we are all wrong. The conclusions of this
book are based on recent cutting-edge research in psychology, neurobiology, medicine, and
computer science. They have collectively contributed to a recent shift in our understanding on the
benefits of normal forgetting.

All of us are fascinated by memory, and most of us, even those with superior memory, complain
about normal forgetting. The fixation on memory, in our current age of information, is truer now
more than ever. While the feel-good subtext of this book (“celebrate your forgetfulness!”) will
likely pique broad interest, its ultimate and lasting appeal will be the manner in which this message
is conveyed. By clearly communicating, in a non-dumbing down and engaging style, recent insight
into how memory and forgetting co-conspire to improve our minds, readers will enjoy learning
how the mind works and why normal forgetting should be celebrated.

Scott A. Small M.D. is a Professor of Neurology & Psychiatry at Columbia University, where he
is the Director of the Alzheimer’s Disease Center. Dr. Small is a leading authority on Memory.
He has run an NIH-funded laboratory for nearly 20 years and has published over 130 studies on
memory function and how it malfunctions. Dr. Small is also a physician with an expertise in aging
& dementia and has treated patients suffering from a wide range of memory disorders.
Acknowledged by Academia with various awards, including the, the McKnight Neuroscience of
Brain Disorders Award, the Derek Denny-Brown Young Neurological Scholar Award from the
American Neurological Association, and the Lamport Award for Excellence in Clinical Science
Research from Columbia University, his seminal contributions have generated broad interest.

They are the
founders of The Well Daily, a celebrated daily health and wellness newsletter that attracted
over eighty thousand subscribers and interestingly, they realized that a large number of
questions they were receiving (despite the multiple topics the newsletter covered) were about
meditation.. Together, they have travelled the world in an epic journey to study meditation in
every kind of classroom, from Lakota sweat lodges to Tibet House, from ashrams to vision
quests to Oneness retreats. They have learned from many renowned teachers,
including Sharon Salzberg, Krishna Das, Ram Dass, Andy Puddicomb, Amma, Tony
Robbins, and the monks at One World Academy in Chennai, India. And they have done their
research on the science of meditation and the techniques of the greatest meditation gurus.

OPERATION WHITE RABBIT: The True Life Adventures of Lenny & the Psychonauts, the
rollicking true crime tale of the man known as The Acid King, the legendary Leonard
Pickard, a brilliant self-taught chemist turned LSD manufacturer and trafficker, whose
lifelong crusade to keep psychedelics alive ended in the Wamego bust, with a haul in lysergic
acid so huge that the DEA estimated that the arrest led to a 95% drop in the availability of
LSD in the US for the next two years.

The narrative core of Operation White Rabbit traces Pickard’s mind-boggling, harrowing Jekyll
and Hyde existence from the day he walked out of Terminal Island Federal Prison in 1992 on
parole after his first drug conviction to his arrest and re-imprisonment for life as the Acid King
eleven years later.

Pickard did change his life in that initial stint in prison. Now both a Buddhist and vegan, he
emerged as a born again adversary of drugs. He became a man with a new mission. For the first
three years following his parole, he studied neuropharmacology, intent on reclaiming his early
promise as a scientific prodigy. To a large degree he succeeded. One year short of his 50" birthday,
he was admitted to Harvard’s prestigious Kennedy School for Public Policy and was
simultaneously awarded a generous research fellowship at Harvard Medical School. He gave
serious thought to becoming a physician. But he never truly abandoned psychedelics or his belief
in the psychological and spiritual benefits of tripping. When the University of New Mexico
sponsored a clinical study of DMT, a hallucinogen even more potent than LSD, Pickard
volunteered...and the rest is history.

Pickard’s personal story is set against a fascinating chronicle of the social history of psychedelic
drugs from the 1950s on. The earliest self-named “psychonauts” ranged from literary converts like
novelists Aldous Huxley and Ken Kesey, to scientists like DNA pioneers Sir Francis Crick and
Kerry Mullis, not to mention tripper-in-chief Dr. Timothy Leary. Bill W., founder of Alcoholics
Anonymous, was a psychonaut, as were actors Cary Grant, Rita Moreno and Jack Nicholson. Steve
Jobs, Paul Allen and Bill Gates launched the computer revolution while tripping. Crooner Andy
Williams and Ethel Kennedy treated their clinical depression with LSD.

Interest in LSD and its history is growing, especially the focus on “micro-dosing,” for enhancing
mental wellness and boosting creativity, as depicted in novelist Ayelet Waldman’s recent best
seller, A Really Good Day: How Microdosing Made a Mega Difference in My Mood, My Marriage
and My Life.
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This is a project bursting with narrative energy that takes the reader into unexplored pop history
through the wild — and sobering — adventures of a complex and charismatic lead character who
could have walked out of a movie — outlaw, visionary (Pickard accurately predicted the opioid
crisis 20 years ago), father, con artist, chemist, poet and Harvard-trained diplomat, scholar and
ordained Zen priest — and currently Federal Inmate #82687-011.

Young, idealistic,
swaggering, noble, eccentric, courageous beyond measure, the Machal exemplified “the right
stuff.” Each man has a unique story—and a reason—for fighting in Israel. Many are Jews, but a
third of them are not. The obstacles they face are enormous: dangerously decrepit planes (many
of them, ironically, captured German Messerschmitts with the Swastikas painted out and the Star
of David painted in), a woeful lack of supplies, the opposition of Allied governments, which
threatened them with criminal prosecution and loss of citizenship. But, with everything at risk,
they fly, fight, and die, and not until near the end, does the reader dare believe that these
outnumbered and outgunned warriors may actually win.

There are heroes such as ex-Spitfire pilot Syd Cohen who makes the agonizing decision to put his
dream of medical school in Johannesburg on hold; Rudy Augarten, a POW camp escapee with
ninety-two fighter missions under his belt, who leaves his precious slot at Harvard University;
Leon Frankel, a veteran and student at the University of Minnesota, who tells his parents: “Jews
are going to fight and it’s about time.” Also joining up is Canada’s greatest war hero, Buzz
Beurling, who longs to return to the life-and-death exhilaration of aerial combat. The connecting
viewpoint in the book is that of twenty-five-year-old Missourian Mitch Flint, WWII veteran, new
college graduate, idealist, and conflicted volunteer in Israel’s war. Flint is Gandt’s primary
original source and through his eyes we will witness each dramatic turn of events during the furious
nine-month war.

Amidst pulse-racing scenes of daring bombing runs and ferocious fighter combat, Gandt
interweaves the pilots’ narratives against the central arc of the story—Israel’s desperate struggle
for independence. Key figures play fascinating supporting roles, like politician David Ben-Gurion,
Egyptian King Farouk and Jordanian King Abdullah, U. S. President Harry Truman, American
Mafioso Meyer Lansky and oil magnate Rudolf Sonneborn, and the gritty atmosphere of the post-
war era is convincingly captured.

Other non-fiction works include Intrepid: The Epic Story of America’s Most
Legendary Warship (Broadway Books, 2008), Fly Low, Fly Fast (Viking, 1999), Bogeys And
Bandits (Viking, 1997), which was adapted for the CBS television series, “Pensacola: Wings of
Gold,” on which he worked as screenwriter and technical consultant, and Skygods: The Fall of Pan
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Am (Morrow, 1995). Gandt’s seven novels, beginning with With Hostile Intent (Signet, 2001),
established his reputation as a writer of fiction.

“My father is a murderer. Six months before I was born, he walked into Ponce de Leon Mall in
St. Augustine, Florida. By the time he walked out, he was a murderer. When I say it out loud,
something inside me gets bigger. Not noticeably so — in fact, only I can tell. I feel my rib cage

expand, as if I'm breathing in as deeply as I can, only it’s not air that I'm full of — it’s something
else. Sometimes it feels cold and I imagine mercury pooling inside me, liquid that makes me
heavy and dense. Other times it feels hot as a grease fire, glowing lava running through me until
I’'m bright as the burning man.”

So begins Karen Dietrich’s gripping, moving psychological thriller, The Bottom of the Deep Blue
Sea, narrated with unforgettable intensity by conflicted sixteen year old Evelyn Gibson. Burdened
by the unbearable weight of her father’s breathtakingly violent act, which landed him on death
row, Evelyn has for years burrowed deep inside herself, struggling to form a stable sense of who
she really is even as she attempts to appear the ordinary teenager, living an ordinary life. Outside
the ordinary, she also attends a support group for the children of incarcerated parents, meeting her
mirror image in Clarisse, whose father is also under capital sentence. As Evelyn and Clarisse
become tight friends and share thoughts and emotions that very few people can understand, they
devise a secret “test” that they will one day put into practice when the moment is right. The test
is intended to prove — or disprove — a haunting question: are they just like their fathers, do they
bear their fathers' DNA, that of cold blooded murderers able to kill without hesitation or remorse,
or have they escaped that brutal sentence?

This is a universal, unknowable issue we all wrestle with, to varying degrees - can we actually
control our actions and shape who we are or are we helpless, the burden of heredity carried from
the womb determining our lives and our fate. Will we for better or worse, become our mother or
our father. An equally powerful unknown, also an integral part of the book and life, is whether
loving, strong relationships have the power to save us from ourselves.

The writing here is first-rate: edgy, lyrical, suspenseful, insightful, the author always keeping the
reader close to Evelyn. She is that rare character -- appealing and unnerving all at once -- and we
turn the page with both urgency and foreboding. I think that The Bottom of the Deep Blue Sea is
perfect for fans of such writers as Megan Abbot and Megan Miranda and hope you will agree.

Only a few short years have passed since the Great Recession devastated the world economy, with
losses in estimated to be in the hundreds of trillions of dollars.

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individually, but BROKEN BARGAIN is the first to tackle them in turn in one volume and to
show how they evolved from each other and why understanding this connectedness provides the
big picture needed to prevent, or at least better anticipate, the next financial upheaval.

Kathleen Day is a long-time business journalist -- 23 years at the Washington Post and before that
at the Los Angeles Times and USA Today specializing in banking and finance, corporate
governance and technology issues. She is now also a full-time professor of finance at the Johns
Hopkins University Carey School of Business. She is the author of S&L Hell: The People and the
Politics Behind The $1 Trillion Savings and Loan Scandal, (W.W. Norton), which has been
reissued in paperback and as an e-book and is used as a textbook on financial crises at Johns
Hopkins and Georgetown Universities. She is a commentator in the financial press and guest on
national TV and radio, including the Diane Rehm Show, AP and CBS radio, CNBC and Fox News.
