With a reassuring voice injected with
humor, Richard Hart guides readers through making 60 different loaves, including
Richard’s signature sourdough city loaf, pan loaves, sweet breads, flat breads, and
more, without getting overly scientific. And in addition to gorgeous photos taken
at the bakery, around Copenhagen, and in the wheat fields of Italy, bakers will find
QR codes linking to a variety of technique videos for additional support.

Richard Hart currently owns Hart Bageri in Copenhagen, Denmark, and was
previously head baker of Tartine in San Francisco.
