On January 13, 1982, Air Florida 90 departed the National 
Airport for Tampa with 74 passengers and 5 crew 
members. While the U.S. capital found itself in the grips 
of an unprecedented snowstorm, Air Florida 90 crashed 
into the 14th Street Bridge. Just thirty minutes later, 
Washington’s Metro subway experienced its first fatal 
derailment. 

As surviving Air Florida 90 passengers struggled to stay 
afloat in ice choked-waters and metro passengers 
awaited rescue from the tracks, first responders fought 
against time and the elements to help the injured. CRASH 
is a minute-by-minute account of the disasters, told 
through the eyes of the survivors, rescuers, and 
witnesses. 

Goldfarb deftly immerses the reader in the fateful 
incidents as they unfold, from inside the cabin of Air 
Florida 90 to the depths of the subway system, within 
communications and emergency dispatch centers,
riding along with firefighters and police, observing the 
action from the scenes to hospital emergency 
departments.

A former EMT/paramedic and a nursing school dropout, 
Bruce Goldfarb has written for national and local 
newspapers, magazines, and web publications. He also 
wrote and edited several medical texts and reference 
books. He is the author of 18 Tiny Deaths: The Untold Story 
of the Woman Who Invented Modern Forensics and served 
from 2012 to 2022 as the executive assistant to the chief 
of OCME Maryland. He lives in Baltimore.
