It starts as an update at one Chicago high school: copies of a certain book are no longer allowed in the classrooms or the library. But it’s not just one high school—it’s all 
Chicago public schools. Not even the principals know why this is happening; they just know they must comply with the order. One thing is clear: The book, which tells a story 
of oppression, survival, and resistance against authoritarian power, is seen as a threat, dangerous enough to ban.

Wendy Martin was born in the Midwest and grew up in Iowa. She spent her childhood raising 
animals, but she spent even more time drawing them. As she grew older, she dedicated more time to 
the arts and creating fantasy comics and stories, particularly ones that involved characters who were 
half human and half animal.
